Acceptance of Tender

If a tender is accepted, the successful Tenderer shall become the Purchaser of the Tendered Property.

The Purchaser will be notified of the acceptance of his tender by a letter (the “Letter of Acceptance”)
personally delivered to him at and/or posted to the Hong Kong correspondence address stated in his Offer
Form on or before the end of the Acceptance Period. The Letter of Acceptance will be deemed to have
been duly received on the second working day after the day of posting.

The Purchaser shall, within five (5) working days after the date of the Letter of Acceptance, sign the
Agreement in the standard form prepared by the Vendor’s solicitors without any alteration or amendment
thereto. The standard form of the Agreement is available for inspection during the Tender Period at the
Sales Office. For the avoidance of doubt, the Purchaser shall be deemed to have inspected the standard
form of the Agreement and the Purchaser shall accept the same without amendments.

All stamp duty (including without limitation any ad valorem stamp duty, special stamp duty, buyer’s
stamp duty and additional stamp duty chargeable under the Stamp Duty Ordinance (Cap 117, Laws of
Hong Kong) payable on this Preliminary Agreement and/or the Agreement and/or the subsequent
Assignment shall be solely borne and paid by the Purchaser.
